
NSACA MEMBERSHIP
Prospective members may attend an activity group twice before committing to 
membership. NSACA is a members-only association and all activity group 
members must be financial members.  

In addition, there is an activity fee of $5 (Ceramics) or $2(all other groups) for 
each time they attend their group activity. All members must also register their 
attendance with the group leader at each meeting. 

Members are requested to wear their membership lanyard each time they 
attend Wallace House. If the lanyard gets in the way of an activity than it must 
be kept where it is easily located in the case of an emergency. It is essential that 
we have access to every member’s allergies and emergency contacts while in 
Wallace House. This is an OHS and Insurance requirement. 

Membership lanyards indicate the number of years a person has been a 
member. Red - up to 10 years: Blue - 10 years and over: Yellow - 20 years and 
over: Mauve - 30 years and over. 

RENEWAL DATE FOR ALL FULL MEMBERS IS JULY 1 EVERY YEAR  
THE FEE IS $100.  

The renewal date for all full members is July 1 and payment is required on or 
before July 31. After that date a late fee of $20 is added. Membership fees are 
our greatest source of income and vital for the maintenance and running of our 
creative facility. 

1. FULL NEW MEMBERSHIP: At present this fee is $120. This includes the 
joining fee of $20 which covers the administration of the new membership, 
lanyard, membership card, emergency contact and a card holder. This fee 
applies to all members joining between July and January each year. 

2. FULL NEW HALF YEAR MEMBERSHIP: From January to May - full 
membership is $60 which includes all of the above and renewal is July 1. 

3. FULL NEW MEMBERSHIP from May each year is $120 and renewal will be 
July 1 the following year. This gives the new member an extra few weeks so 
their renewal falls in line with the July 1 renewal date. 

4. VISITOR MEMBERSHIP: This membership is for visitors from overseas or 
interstate wishing to attend NSACA for up to 6 months. The membership 
expires after 6 months after which they are no longer eligible to attend any 
activity groups. They may attend a workshop but only as a non-member. 

5. If a Visitor member wishes to stay longer but not become a full member 
then this attracts a further $60 Visitor fee which expires in a further 6 
months.. 

6. If a Visitor member wishes to convert to a full member on expiry of the visitor 
membership then the fee will be either $100 or $60 depending on the 
month of conversion. This membership will then expire on June 30.
